 The first effort is to become a recycler of cell phones.  Cell phones are made of plastic, contain lead, and are reusable.  

Used cell phones are given to agencies that work with people who need phones for such things as emergencies and other purposes.  

 CW will collect, and accept, old cell phones and return them to recycling companies who will recycle them as needed.  

Please consider bringing us your old phones, and let your employer know as well ïwe will make arrangements to pick up larger 

quantities.  We would also like to place a receptacle at your office or business in order to collect phones.  CW workers will sort, 

record, and mail these items to our vendor. 

 The second initiative is to do a similar effortðto recycle printer cartridges . In addition to large amounts of plastic 

filling up our landfill, it is the ink in cartridges that is harmful to the environment.  Again, CW will accept, and collect used/spent 

cartridges; workers will sort, record, package, and mail them to our selected vendor.

CW just completed filling a 1,368,000 order for medium binder clips for use on 

the 2010 census. CW packages and distributes about 13 million small, medium and large binder clips each year under the 

Skilcraft brand.
